       10.  Competency –Based Graduation Waiver Request

As afforded under KRS 156.160, a waiver is requested to remove graduation barriers that currently limit graduation options to credit-based learning only.  As a pilot school district for Next Generation Learning with the Kentucky Department of Education, member districts are beginning to explore options that will allow students to be awarded competency-based diplomas, regardless of age or acquisition of individual credits.  This will allow districts to award a diploma based on competency in the Core Academic Standards, not simply credits obtained.  

Recommendation:It is recommended that the Board approve a waiver request in order to remove barriers that exist in order to implement certain future strategies to be used in our district to improve learning.
 11.  Resolution – Waiver “No Child Left Behind”

The Kentucky Department of Education is requesting support from all Kentucky school districts for a waiver submitted to Secretary Arne Duncan, United States Department of Education.  The waiver applies to statutory and regulatory requirements of the federal Elementary and Secondary Education Act (ESEA), also known as No Child Left Behind (NCLB).  Reauthorization of the ESEA is pending before Congress, but is unlikely to receive reauthorization.  Kentucky, however, is ready to implement the new accountability model beginning this school year.

Recommendation:  It is recommended that the Board approve a Resolution of Support for the waiver for ESEA/NCLB.
